Recovery After Surgery) protocols has optimized the surgical 
pathway, allowing patients to return quickly and safely to their 
daily activities. This progress has been made possible through the 
synergistic collaboration of all healthcare professionals involved 
in perioperative care: anesthesiologists, surgeons, nurses, 
physiotherapists, and nutritionists, working together to reduce 
postoperative stress and enhance the body’s response to surgical 
interventions.
In this context, postoperative pain management using peripheral 
and fascial plane blocks has become an essential component, 
contributing significantly to improved surgical outcomes, 
shorter hospital stays, increased patient satisfaction, and reduced 
healthcare costs.
The 30th ESRA Italy National Congress, to be held in Naples, will 
focus on the evolution of regional anesthesia techniques, with 
special attention to the use of ultrasound in pain syndromes 
and the challenges of hemodynamic and difficult airway 
management.
